Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
As we move forward on our journey as the parish family of 
Saint Joseph, in this unprecedented time, it is important for 
us to take pause to give thanks for what we have. This very 
act of thanksgiving is commemorated every year in our 
country – “Thanksgiving Day,” this year on November 25th.  
When I arrived here at Saint Joseph Parish I was amazed at 
such a beautiful church, beautiful property with ample 
space and plenty of meeting rooms. Believe me, I have 
been in parishes where there was not even enough space to 
breath. If you were not the first 30 cars to pull into the 
parking-lot you had to be ready to walk one or two blocks 
or a quarter of a mile to get to the church. Even to celebrate 
Mass outside we did not have to sacrifice any parking  
spaces to have space for Mass. When Saint Joseph was 
built it was intended to be a true home for the faithful. I am 
sure many of the families of Saint Joseph love their       
spiritual home and are thankful for their parents and     
grand-parents who had a hand in building it into what it is 
today. Back in the day it was understood what stewardship 
was. The reality is that all of us have this spiritual home 
because of the generous sacrifice of love for God and His 
Church that so many had in the generations before us.  
They wanted a place to worship, to study, to gather as a 
local church community and build that kingdom of God 
right here in Pomona. Because Saint Joseph was where 
many came to baptize their children, receive the Sacrament 
of Confession, make their First Holy Communion,        
Confirmation, and enter into the Sacrament of Marriage; 
where many were anointed with the Oils of the Sick and 
many that were ushered into eternal life with the             
celebration of their funeral Mass. Many who were part of 
this parish gave their lives back to the Church to serve as 
priests and religious men and women. For countless     
numbers Saint Joseph was a place of refuge where they 
came to find peace, shed some tears and create moments of 
great memories in the very presence of God. For all this to 
happen many had to give of their time, sharing what they 
had, as it was needed, for Saint Joseph to live and breathe.  
Many new comers have joined our parish family as spiritual 
refugees and have given so much to help us maintain our 
parish in this most difficult of times. For any home to be 
provided for, the family must give of their treasure in   
prayer, sacrifice and thanksgiving. Stewardship is          
recognizing what has been given to us and the price it cost 
as we share in it and hand it on better than we found it for 
the those who look for the same that we found here at Saint 
Joseph Catholic Church. Time has certainly changed so 
much since the founding of Saint Joseph Parish. I wish to 
reflect with you for a few weeks what it takes for Saint   
Joseph Parish, in 2021, to live and breath. Who are you in 
relationship to your parish? How do you help care for what 
we have received, for what we share in, and what we will 
give to the next generation?

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas,

Estoy seguro de que 
muchas de las familias de San José aman su hogar espiritual y 
están agradecidos por sus padres y abuelos que tuvieron una 
mano en la construcción de lo que es hoy. En su día se        
entendió lo que era la mayordomía. La realidad es que todos 
nosotros tenemos este hogar espiritual debido al generoso   
sacrificio de amor por Dios y Su Iglesia que tantos tuvieron en 
las generaciones anteriores a nosotros.
